	Type of Assessment Task: Product


	Cognitive Domain: 
I am assessing students’ ability to visually apply their understanding of various persuasive techniques by creating another visual advertisement design. 


	Task Overview: 
“What’s Another Way?” is the first formative assessment of the unit “Persuasion through Advertisements: Making Schools Better Places.” Students will need to have chosen an existing advertisement that they would like to use. The assessment requires students to defend how the poster they created reflects the persuasive technique they chose. 


	Evaluation Criteria/Evidence: 
A rubric will be used to assess the task, and the assessment will be graded.
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Persuasive Technique
Student has a different persuasive technique, and it can be determined right away upon first glance
Student has a different persuasive technique, and it has components that can defend the persuasive technique
Student has a different persuasive technique, but it is hard to fully argue and defend that the poster uses that technique
Student has a different persuasive technique, but there is no indication that the technique is being represented in the poster
Student has the same persuasive technique as the original, but there is a different method of depicting the technique

Student has at least 5 different designs for the poster
Student has 4 different designs for the logo
Student has 3 different designs for the logo
